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Brazil Mission Update from the Delille’s

Hi there!! Hope you all are doing
well. We want to share an update on
Life in Brazil and the ministry of Valley/
Rama children’s home. We enjoyed the
Brazilian winter (May, June, and July).
The temperatures were a pleasant 75-
80 degrees. May and June were the
rainy months and that was pretty
messy...it rained almost every day of
May and most of June. We all got a lit-
tle tired of sloshing around.

The road that we have to take to ..

Valley is not passable during the rainy months so
that was sometimes a challenge. We were working
on trying to get a road built on the Valley prop-
erty that we could use instead of the public road
and would eliminate the need for using the worst
part of the public road. It will probably be a pro-
ject that takes a while to complete, one stone at a
time, but worth the wait.

We have had several mission teams in the
past few months. It has been a blessing to the Val-
ley ministry to have individuals come and for
groups to be here. We had had several young
adults come as student interns and stay at Valley
for two weeks to a month, Also, in June, we had a
group from Ohio, who helped us start the con-
struction of the new road, and they d1d a great
VBS (three days).

For the first time, we were able to open the
doors of Valley to children in the community for
VBS. It was awesome. We had 70 kids registered
and about 130 came. Having the mission groups
from the states has helped us have the extra
hands that it takes with this many kids, plus the
program, and supplies have been great. Then we
had another group here in July who also did a
three-day VBS, and we had kids from the commu-
nity again.

The VBS is about a two-and-a-half hour
program. Craig and our Valley kids do the music.
The group has provided the Bible story and craft.
The kids just love to play, and then we feed them
(some of the community kids come with hungry
tummys,..it's a very poor community). Please pray
with us about the road project and the work in the
community and that we are able to do our best
and always strive to do what God wants.

In August, our Valley/Rama children re-

turned to school. Everyone is doing
very well. The children and ministry
staff still enjoy the Logos Family
Nights. We miss the children who
have gone to the states to sing in
this year's World Help Children’s
Choir, but we know that they will
have a wonderful year. Craig is
working with our Valley Choir here
and soon hopes to be sharing in
praise and worship in local churches.

: Mary is teaching classes at
Valley and at the Valley/Rama Vocational Tech
school. There are so many advantages for these
young people in the work-force if they can speak
at least some English. Craig and Armindo have
also started devotions at the Valley Vo-Tech
school for the community teenagers who attend
classes there.

We are helping a pastor who is just start-
ing from scratch a new church in the community
where Valley is located and within walking dis-
tance for our Valley kids. The pastor is very nice
and has been working on getting this church -

“started for a while; but we only recently found out

about it, and Craig is now leading the music. Ac-
tually, it is awesome how quickly Craig has
learned so many Portuguese praise and worship
songs and can play the keybpard and guitar, too.
God is so good! Please pray with us that this
church will be a blessing to this community.

We're still studying Portuguese. It is a
beautiful language; however, quite a challenge
some days. We have certainly made progress. God
has blessed us with a wonderful Portuguese
teacher. He and his family have become good
friends. They have children the same ages as Gen
and Shelby. Gen and Shelby started back to school
on August 3*4. Gen is in 5th grade, and Shelby is in
2nd,
